We would like to say thanks to all groups who completed last year’s survey and we look forward to an equally positive response again this year.  Last year’s survey was unprecedented - nothing quite like that has been done before.  The results from last year’s survey provided information that is already helping advance the interests of your group and improve services and decision making in the District.  We believe that the opinion of groups like yours is the best measure of what is really happening in Bradford and the best indication of how we can improve life in the District.

Last year’s survey gave us very useful information on the size, strength, variety and opinion of the sector.  We think that this information is one of the best and most accurate pictures of the VCS (Voluntary and Community Sector) available anywhere in the country. The headlines from the report include:

· There are approximately 2,800 contactable VCS groups within the District

· There are approximately 9,000 active members of management committees
· There are 26,000 volunteers 

· There are an estimated 100,000 active members of groups

· The financial turnover of the voluntary and community sector in 2005-6 is estimated to be £76 million

As an added incentive there is a prize of £500 (to be made out to one group).
